February 2, 2011
The Board of Trustees for the Town of Kremmling met in the boardroom located at 200 Eagle Avenue.  Mayor Thomas Clark called the meeting to order at 6:33 p.m.  Trustees present:  Ken Bentler, Mark Mahorney, Jason Bock, Grant Burger III and Erik Woog. Staff present:  Town Manager Ted Soltis, Police Chief Scott Spade and Town Clerk Rhonda Shearer. 

BOCK MOVED TO APPROVE THE REGULAR TOWN BOARD MEETING MINUTES OF JANUARY 19, 2011.  BURGER III SECONDED. ALL “AYE” VOTES.

BENTLER MOVED TO APPROVE THE EXPENDITURES FROM JANUARY 20, 2011 THROUGH FEBRUARY 2, 2011 IN THE AMOUNT OF $35,138.80.  BOCK SECONDED. ALL “AYE” VOTES.

BENTLER MOVED TO APPROVE THE AGENDA. BURGER III SECONDED. ALL “AYE” VOTES.

Municipal Judge Georgia Noriyuki introduced herself and answered questions.  She discussed progress made - such as becoming a court of record, along with some current and future matters.  She felt things were going smoothly and the court will continue to make improvements. 
The Mayor reported:

· He and Manager Soltis attended a Local Emergency Planning Committee (LEPC) meeting.  They also attended a Public Information Officer meeting which followed the LEPC meeting.
· He attended the first quarterly Colorado Bark Beetle Cooperative meeting.
· He attended the Grand County Water Information Network’s annual membership meeting and Board of Directors meeting.

· The Northwest Colorado Council of Governments has a new Chairman.

· He attended a meeting of the 1177 Roundtable.

· He expressed concern with the County’s plan to acquire water rights for two potential Kayak Parks.  These projects can have a negative impact on the future water needs of the Town.

The Police Chief reported:

· The Police Department has seen a 34% increase in calls for service in January over the previous year. 

The Manager reported:

· He spoke to Ken Wilkinson who is coordinating and will be performing the 4th of July fireworks display.  Ken is working closely with the Chamber of Commerce who decided to sponsor the fireworks show.  A separate Fireworks Committee, organized by the Chamber, has already raised $1000.  

· He and Mayor Clark would like to attend this year’s CML (Colorado Municipal League) Conference.  The cost is $200 per person and they only plan to attend every other year. They will not stay the night but will travel to and from the conference every day.  The Board felt the expense for them to go was worth it.

· He and Mayor Clark would also like to attend a CML Legislative workshop costing $95 per person.  After a discussion, the Board felt attending the workshop was also worth the expense.
