REGULAR TOWN BOARD MEETING

May 18, 2011
The Board of Trustees, for the Town of Kremmling, met in the boardroom located at 200 Eagle Avenue.  Mayor Thomas Clark called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Trustees present:  Ken Bentler, Isaac Schonlau, Mark Mahorney, Grant Burger III and Erik Woog. Staff present:  Town Manager Ted Soltis, Police Chief Scott Spade and Town Clerk Rhonda Shearer. 

BENTLER MOVED TO APPROVE THE REGULAR TOWN BOARD MEETING MINUTES OF MAY 4, 2011.  WOOG SECONDED.  ALL “AYE” VOTES.

BENTLER MOVED TO APPROVE THE EXPENDITURES AS AMENDED FROM MAY 5, 2011 THROUGH MAY 18, 2011 IN THE AMOUNT OF $41,191.58.  BURGER III SECONDED.  ALL “AYE” VOTES.

BURGER III MOVED TO APPROVE THE AGENDA.  WOOG SECONDED.  ALL “AYE” VOTES. 
Vic Bakke, Jeanne Bakke, Terry Pfeffer, Guy Bakke and Henry Cordova spoke to the Board regarding the road work on First Street and Depot Avenue. Mayor Clark answered their questions, and gave a synopsis of the project. The work is being done in preparation for products being shipped out on the railway. The Town is still working with Union Pacific to get the details worked out. Once approved, the project will bring jobs and industry to the town.
The Board took a recess at 6:48 pm and reconvened at 6:55 pm.

Mayor Clark opened a public hearing at 6:56 pm for Ordinance 594. There were no public comments, so Mayor Clark closed the public hearing at 6:57 pm.

Trustee Woog gave the Board a review of the process used to the update the sign code.  He also conveyed the recommendation of the Planning & Zoning Commission which was to pass the Ordinance.

WOOG MOVED TO APPROVE ORDINANCE 594, AN ORDINANCE AMENDING TITLE 17 OF THE KREMMLING MUNICIPAL CODE REGARDING SIGNS.  BENTLER SECONDED.  ALL “AYE” VOTES.

SCHONLAU MOVED TO APPROVE RESOLUTION 2011-05-01, A RESOLUTION SETTING SIGN PERMIT FEES PER KREMMLING MUNICIPAL CODE SECTION 17.11.050. WOOG SECONDED. ALL “AYE” VOTES.

Trustee Schonlau gave his resignation from the Board.  He has family medical problems and cannot give his full commitment to the Board.

BENTLER MOVED TO ACCEPT TRUSTEE SCHONLAU’S RESIGNATION.  WOOG SECONDED.  BENTLER, MAHORNEY, WOOG “AYE”, BURGER III “NAY”. 

The Mayor reported:

· He attended a Colorado Bark Beetle Cooperative Meeting.
· He is working with West and Associates to get the restrictions lifted on the dam, and is taking daily readings there. Currently, the reservoir is 4.5 feet from spilling.
· He attended a Colorado Municipal League policy meeting by conference call.
· He attended the “Town Hall” meeting on May 16. 
The Police Chief reported:
· Clean-up day is scheduled for tomorrow, weather permitting.
The Manager reported:

· The Public Works Department will continue work, at least once a week, to keep potholes patched around town.
· He has received preliminary bids on paving work around town. He will work on prioritizing which areas need to be paved and which areas can wait to be paved.

· Grouting and spillway work on Jones Dam is complete.  It is possible the water will spill within a week. There has also been a metal cover placed over the water intake, to try and mitigate debris from being sucked into the intake.

· Work was completed on the dugouts at Red Mountain. He is also looking into building a structure at Red Mountain that would have a concession stand with storage behind it to replace the old concession stand and the Crow’s Nest that was brought in.
· The tennis court project will be completed as soon as weather permits.  It could happen as early as the beginning of June.

· Trash bid RFP’s have been sent out.

· He is working on getting 15th street from Park Avenue to the Schwan’s property correct on all maps and paperwork. Currently, there is confusion on whether 15th street belongs to the Town or to private property owners.

· He will be taking a vacation next week Monday through Wednesday.
