REGULAR TOWN BOARD MEETING

July 20, 2011
The Board of Trustees, for the Town of Kremmling, met in the boardroom located at 200 Eagle Avenue.  Mayor Thomas Clark called the meeting to order at 6:32 p.m.  Trustees present:  Jason Wikberg, Ken Bentler, Mark Mahorney, Jason Bock, Grant Burger III and Erik Woog. Staff present:  Town Manager Ted Soltis, Police Chief Scott Spade and Town Clerk Rhonda Shearer. 

WOOG MOVED TO APPROVE THE REGULAR TOWN BOARD MEETING MINUTES OF JULY 6, 2011.  WIKBERG SECONDED.  ALL “AYE” VOTES.

BENTLER MOVED TO APPROVE THE EXPENDITURES FROM JULY 7, 2011 THROUGH JULY 20, 2011 IN THE AMENDED AMOUNT OF $20,211.50. BURGER III SECONDED.  ALL “AYE” VOTES.

Manager Soltis added a resolution to the agenda.

BURGER III MOVED TO APPROVE THE AGENDA AS AMENDED.  WOOG SECONDED.  ALL “AYE” VOTES. 
There were no citizen comments.
The Board of Trustees adjourned at 6:38 p.m. and convened as the Liquor Authority for the Town of Kremmling. Trustee Bentler recused himself from the Board due to a potential conflict of interest.
WOOG MOVED TO APPROVE THE LIQUOR LICENSE RENEWAL FOR JIMMY GROFF DOING BUSINESS AS O’ACES LIQUOR.  BOCK SECONDED.  ALL “AYE” VOTES.

The Liquor Authority for the Town of Kremmling adjourned at 6:48 p.m. and the Board of Trustees re-convened.  Trustee Bentler returned to the Board.

Manager Soltis presented the Board with Resolution 2011-07-02. The Board held a discussion on the resolution and all agreed it was very important to unanimously pass it.

BOCK MOVED TO APPROVE RESOLUTION 2011-07-02, A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE TOWN OF KREMMLING CONCERNING THE VACATION OF COUNTY ROAD 12.  BURGER III SECONDED.  ALL “AYE” VOTES.
The Mayor reported:

· He was a speaker a Forest Health Task Force meeting.
· There will be a Town Hall meeting held by Senator Jeanne Nicholson (D) at the Chamber of Commerce on Saturday July 23 from 2 p.m. to 3 p.m.
· He and Manager Soltis received a thank you letter from R.G. Engineers for visiting with them at the Colorado Municipal League meeting they recently attended.
The Police Chief reported:
· The tennis and basketball courts are open. They will be patrolling them to make sure trash is cleaned up and so that they stay in good shape.
· He reminded the Board that the Middle Park Fair is coming up. There will be additional personnel available from the Grand County Sheriff’s Department and the Kremmling Police Department.   The Police Department will incur overtime.
· He is working with the School District to clean-up the skate park area. 

The Manager reported:

· Artificial turf and signage will soon be installed at the tennis courts. 
· Two residents were issued citations into court for code violations. He reminded the Board not to discuss these cases with anyone. 

· He met with the owners of River Ranch Village. He will continue to work with them in the future.

· There will be a Use by Special Review before the Planning & Zoning Commission on August 10 for a wood-working business to be located in the old Fishing Hole building.

· The preliminary engineering report has been completed for the Jones 2 Dam spillway repair. The state dam safety department is undergoing personnel changes.  He hopes the project will stay on track.

· He had an inquiry about a new business looking at coming to Town.  He doesn’t have enough information to pass on to the Board yet.

· He will be going on vacation after the meeting on August 10th and will be gone for two weeks.
· The Public Works Department is continuing to work on 1st Street and Depot Avenue.  It is a priority to get the project finished.

· The willows on Jones 2 have been sprayed.

Trustee Bock noted that the potholes have become a concern again at the intersection of Highway 9 and 10th Street.  Board members also noted that other areas of Town needed work.  Manager Soltis will pass the information onto Public Works Director Moses.
