August 3, 2011
The Board of Trustees, for the Town of Kremmling, met in the boardroom located at 200 Eagle Avenue.  Mayor Thomas Clark called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Trustees present:  Jason Wikberg, Ken Bentler, Mark Mahorney, Jason Bock, Grant Burger III and Erik Woog.  Staff present:  Town Manager Ted Soltis, Police Chief Scott Spade and Town Clerk Rhonda Shearer. 

BOCK MOVED TO APPROVE THE REGULAR TOWN BOARD MEETING MINUTES OF JULY 20, 2011.  WOOG SECONDED.  ALL “AYE” VOTES.

WOOG MOVED TO APPROVE THE EXPENDITURES FROM JULY 22, 2011 THROUGH AUGUST 3, 2011 IN THE AMENDED AMOUNT OF $169,046.16. WIKBERG SECONDED.  ALL “AYE” VOTES.
BOCK MOVED TO APPROVE THE AGENDA.  BURGER III SECONDED.  ALL “AYE” VOTES. 
There were no citizen comments.
Dave Morano from McMahan & Associates presented the 2010 audit to the Board.  The overall financial health of the Town improved from 2009.  The Town added infrastructure and paid off debts, helping improve our financial situation.
The Mayor reported:

· He attended a Colorado Bark Beetle Cooperative meeting. They will be doing a seminar in October to educate people.
· He met with State Senator Jeannie Nicholson and they discussed a variety of topics.

· He attended a Colorado Roundtable meeting. They have published their magazine and he has extra copies available. 

· He attended a Grand County Water Information Network meeting. They have changed their bylaws to add two new board members. Their database is almost complete.

· He attended a Northwest Colorado Council of Governments (NWCCOG) meeting. They have completed their economic development district paperwork and are waiting for its approval.  NWCCOG received their 2010 audit and got an excellent rating.
The Police Chief reported:
· This week is the Middle Park Fair & Rodeo.  He attended a meeting with the County regarding the extra officers for the events.
· He has asked the Town’s attorney to be present at the two upcoming trials for the sign code and business license, as these two trials will set precedent for the future.

The Manager reported:

· A group of citizens that have formed an economic development committee in the Town would like to put playground equipment in the town square. The Board stated that if the committee could fully fund the project and make sure it is quality equipment with proper installation, they approved. There also needs to be a fence built around the structure.
· He asked the Board to approve an additional $25,000 for work on Sixth Street between Highway 40 and Central Avenue. A drainage system will be installed, as this area is going to be paved and there is no drainage.

WOOG MOVED TO APPROVE THE APPROXIMATELY $25,000.00 BUDGET TO MITIGATE DRAINAGE ISSUES.  BOCK SECONDED. ALL “AYE” VOTES.

· There are two new potential businesses coming to Town with a possible forty-six new jobs. 
· He will be on vacation for the next few weeks and would like to cancel the next board meeting. He has nothing on the agenda. The board agreed.

· He would like to offer a grace period for anyone who needs to go through the Use by Special Review process for the new sign code.  He will waive the $100 fee.  The board agreed.
