REGULAR TOWN BOARD MEETING

September 7, 2011
The Board of Trustees, for the Town of Kremmling, met in the boardroom located at 200 Eagle Avenue.  Mayor Thomas Clark called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Trustees present:  Ken Bentler, Mark Mahorney, Jason Bock, Grant Burger III and Erik Woog. Staff present:  Town Manager Ted Soltis and Town Clerk Rhonda Shearer. 

WOOG MOVED TO APPROVE THE REGULAR TOWN BOARD MEETING MINUTES OF AUGUST 3, 2011.  BURGER III SECONDED.  ALL “AYE” VOTES.

BOCK MOVED TO APPROVE THE EXPENDITURES FROM AUGUST 4, 2011 THROUGH SEPTEMBER 7, 2011 IN THE AMOUNT OF $110,818.85.  BENTLER SECONDED.  ALL “AYE” VOTES.
BURGER III MOVED TO APPROVE THE AGENDA.  BENTLER SECONDED.  ALL “AYE” VOTES. 
Kacey Beres from the Kremmling Area Chamber of Commerce commended the Board and staff on how nice and clean the town looks. Many visitors have commented to her about the cleanliness of the town.  She also noted that the Grand County Historical Association is having their 100 year anniversary this year.  All of the county Chamber of Commerce’s are participating. 

The Board of Trustees adjourned at 6:35 p.m. and convened as the Liquor Authority for the Town of Kremmling. Trustee Bentler recused himself from the Board due to a potential conflict of interest.

WOOG MOVED TO APPROVE THE LIQUOR LICENSE RENEWAL FOR QUACKENBUSH ENTERPRISES DOING BUSINESS AS QUARTER CIRCLE SALOON.  BURGER III SECONDED.  ALL “AYE” VOTES.

The Liquor Authority for the Town of Kremmling adjourned at 6:36 p.m. and the Board of Trustees re-convened.  Trustee Bentler returned to the Board.

Dennis Carpenter, Matt and Molly Scruggs, and Tom Cary, representing the Kremmling Community Church, awarded the town volunteers and trustees plaques for their community service.

Jill Karkowski from the Mountain Family Center spoke to the Board about the centers mission and introduced some of their programs.  They are dedicated to strengthening families and individuals and promoting self-sufficiency.  She spoke about a pilot program they are doing in the school right now. They provide students of families in need with free bags of food for the weekends. The program is expanding; currently 75 students in the program.
Ian Aneloski from Grand County Juvenile Diversion spoke to the Board about the M.I.L.E. program. It is a program where adults volunteer to spend 2-3 hours a week mentoring children in need.  He is in need of volunteers for a minimum of a one year commitment. If anyone is interested they can contact him.

BOCK MOVED TO APPROVE ORDINANCE 596, AN ORDINANCE AMENDING TITLE 5 OF THE KREMMLING MUNICIPAL CODE REGARDING LIQUOR LICENSING. WOOG SECONDED. ALL “AYE” VOTES.

WOOG MOVED TO APPROVE RESOLUTION 2011-09-01, A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTESS SETTING LIQUOR LICENSE APPLICATION FEES PER KREMMLING MUNICIPAL CODE CHAPTER 5.3.  BOCK SECONDED. ALL “AYE” VOTES.

The Mayor reported:

· The annual dam inspection of Jones #2 is complete.  He will update the board when the report is received.

· The Colorado Bark Beetle Cooperative (CBBC) will be holding a summit meeting October 28 at the Colorado Mountain College campus in Breckenridge.

· The Northwest Colorado Council of Governments (NWCCOG) is looking at hiring a mobility manager to help those with transportation needs.

· He has completed the last survey on the Communities that Care study.

· There will be a Colorado Municipal League (CML) annual district meeting on October 20, 2011 in Minturn. Any Board member and their spouse are able to attend and the Town will pay for the dinner. 
· He and Manager Soltis will be attending meetings Thursday and Friday in Steamboat Springs with various transit agencies. 

There was no Police Chief report.
The Manager reported:

· The Police Department conveyed that the U.S. Pro Cycling challenge bike race went well. 
· Chief Spade reported to him that Police department call logs are up 45%.

· There is still a little work to be finished on the both the Department of Local Affairs (DOLA) and American Reinvestment and Recovery Act (ARRA) projects.

· The budget for next year will reflect one less public works employee.  Once Jim Lochnikar retires this spring, he will not be replaced. 

· He will be working on the budget and will have a draft to the Board by October 5.

· It does not look like the two potential businesses that were coming to town will be locating here.
